Hartshill and Mancetter Kilns 

 

 

 

 

A 
mong our nationõs historians are a select 

number of specialists in Roman pottery.  

Murmur òMancetteró to them, and their 

eyes light up in recognition :  for over 200 years 

the second largest pottery in Roman Britain flour-

ished just outside the garrison and settlement area 

of Manduessedum. The Mancetter/Hartshill kilns.      

Excavations of this significant  industrial site have 

taken place for close to a century, ever since                

remains were found in Hartshill quarries in the 

1890s.  To date, up to 70 kilns have been located, 

with more known,  awaiting investigation. At least 

five kilns were discovered in a field on ôClock 

Hillõ, in some of the latest work in the 1980s. 

Most of the pots were mortaria : mixing bowls for 

food preparation.  They were distinctive, made 

from a locally sourced white clay.   Demand came 

nationwide from Roman kitchens, as also from 

the military ñ  each marching soldier carried  his 

own portable version.                                                   

Other vessels from these local potteries included 

storage pots  of a reduced greyware, and long-

necked whiteware flagons.                                                           

Those 1980 excavations also found evidence of 

glass produced on Clock Hill, an activity also no-

ticed on other local sites.  

We know many of these potters; they imprinted 

their names on the rims of their pots. One such 

noted artisan, Sarius, worked at Hartshill for just 

over 20 years, c.160 ð 180 A.D., before leaving for 

a site close to Doncaster, where he again                                                     

established a pottery business.  Eventually, he    

returned to Hartshill , this time to set up pottery 

production in a partnership.
